GENERAL INFORMATION.

The “MONOBLOC” Carburetters are supplied with or without an air valve. If an air valve is required
it can be supplied suitable for operation by a cable and lever from the handle bar or by a rod on the
carburetter itself. The standard range of float chamber banjo connections available are as follows :
